Owner and applicant notified. 

Owner notifies Borough Council of intention to sell or grant lease over 25 years 

No Community Organisation notifies Borough 
Council of its intention to be a potential bidder 

Community Organisation notifies Borough Council within the 6 
week period of its intention to be potential bidder 

6 week Interim Moratorium Period begins from date Owner notifies Borough Council of intention to 
dispose of asset. Borough Council notifies Community Organisations that the 6 week Interim 

Moratorium Period has begun 
 

NB. There shall be an 18 months “protected period” 

from the date the owner notified the Borough 

Council of the intention to dispose of asset.  

There can be no further moratoriums. 

 

NB. The Owner is not obliged to 

accept the Community Organisations 

bid 

Nomination Form fulfils the 
desirable criteria 

Nomination Form does NOT fulfil the 
desirable criteria 

Owner may proceed to dispose of the asset 

Borough Council notifies Community Organisations that the 
Moratorium Period will continue for the full 6 months 

Community Organisations may develop a proposal and raise 
money to bid for the asset 

Owner may proceed to dispose of the asset only after six 
months Moratorium Period has expired
