4000 free [rees given away

Thousands of residents, community groups and
parish councils collected free trees to help make
Charnwood even greener.

The council teamed up with its open spaces partner
idverde to run a scheme which aimed for 4,000 trees
to be planted in the borough.

People were able to choose from four different
varieties; Crab apple, hazel, rowan and silver birch.

Burleigh Wood

Burleigh Wood is an ancient woodland which,
though originally part of the medieval Burleigh
deer park, appears to have been mostly used as a
Coppice Woodland. (hazel and oak)

Ecologically, the woodland is diverse, with acidic
conditions predominating in the Eastern half.
Here oak, silver birch and hazel make up the
canopy, with bracken, bramble and bluebells
forming the ground flora.

In contrast, the canopy of the Western half

is more dense and contains ash. The ground
flora here is more diverse and includes lesser
celandine, wood anemone, bluebells, bramble,
red campion and ramsoms. There are also some
very old holly trees worth noting.

The woodland is at its best in the spring, where
the bluebell displays are without doubt one of the
best in the region, if not the country. Visitors are
asked to keep to the footpaths to avoid trampling
the flowers.

The woodland is owned and managed by
Loughborough University, using a wide variety of
volunteers.

The second vegan market of the year took place in
Loughborough’s historic market place on Sunday,
May 21. Vegan Markets and Co. operate the

vegan market, which made its return following its
success both last year and in March. It featured a
variety of vegan street food, artisan bakes, craft
cheeses, handmade cosmetics, ethical clothing and
jewellery, arts and crafts and charity stalls. All items
are created by a handpicked selection of talented,
ethical and sustainable businesses.

The event took place during the Love Your Local
Market campaign for 2023 which took place from May

across the country and encourages people to visit and
use their local market to support traders.

Loughborough Market operates a retail market on
Thursdays and Saturdays with a vintage market taking
place on Fridays.

Loughborough Town Deal supporl

A section of the historic canal towpath in Loughborough has reopened after the Canal and River
Trust completed the latest phase of improvements, making it easier for people to access the canal.

The canal improvement is one of 11 projects Loughborough Town Deal is supporting after securing
£16.9 million of Government funding. In total, the projects are worth over £40 million of investment
for the town.

Working in partnership with Loughborough Town Deal, the Canal and River Trust are improving a
2km stretch of the River Soar towpath running between Moor Lane Bridge and Belton Lane in the

town. Most of the new wider towpath has reopened, with a few short sections still being completed.

A final stone chip top surface will be laid later this summer as it requires warmer temperatures to
bond with the base layer.

As well as widening and resurfacing the towpath, the project has installed 24 additional moorings
for visiting boats and strengthened a 100-metre stretch of canal bank between Moor Lane and Little
Moor Lane.

The project, made possible thanks to a £885,000 grant from Loughborough Town Deal, is part of
our ongoing work to protect and preserve the canal for boats and wildlife, and to make it easier for
people to use all year round.

With research showing that time spent by water can help people feel happier and healthier, and
with more people looking for a local escape on their doorstep, the works make it easier and more
appealing for people to get out and explore the local canals and other routes on their doorstep.

Is nol mowing worlh if?

The gardeners at Loughborough University have purposely been allowing
the grass to grow longer in recent months in order to improve the quality
of the grass in the long run and not suffocate any wildflowers growing in

the lawn by having recently cut grass drying on top. Dandelion

The long-term plan is to deliver more beautiful and interesting green
spaces. By not mowing, long grass has more structure and niche
habitats. The grass and flowers don’t all grow at the same rate, and
this creates opportunities for different insects to feed and live in the
area. For instance, spiders will set up webs between the longer grasses
catching flying insects. Other insects will forage nectar from the
flowers. These can be prey for spiders and birds. In time, it’s possible
that we may start to get small mammals such as voles feeding in the
longer grass. These will in turn provide food for kestrels and
owls.

The managed mown areas are richer in wildflowers than the
mown grass areas. These include Cow Parsley, Dandelion, Daisy,
Field woodrush, Meadow buttercup, Germander speedwell,
Meadow foxtail and rough meadow grass. The university has

a vision for a wilder campus that is more diverse in wildlife.
Please venture out and explore these incredible areas.

Case sludy: Volunleering al The Oulwoods

All Green Gym sessions throughout January have been continuing with the removal of sycamore within
the woodland. Due to its invasive power and rapid propagation from seed, this task is highly important to
reduce potential smothering of the woodlands native healthy species. As part of the clearing processes,
habitat piles have also been created to encourage shelter and a sustainable food supply for the woodlands
wildlife.

Play areas were checked on a daily basis, raking sand and playbark within the areas. Litter picking and bin
emptying were checked on a daily basis and emptied as required.

Shrub bed maintenance
continued covering Browns
Lane area, around pond and
beds in front of the toilets.
Weeding of spring flowering
beds were carried out and
waterside planting beds
weeded, edged and mulched.
The last of the leaves were
collected within the park.

Dawn Chorus

A programme of spring events were launched to
coincide with the Easter school holidays. The first
being the Dawn Chorus which was arranged by Ross
and held bright and early on Tuesday April 12, 2023.

With the ending of Wild Isles on BBC One the
previous week, we were approached by BBC

Radio Leicester who were keen to conduct live
interviewing to promote our events and compliment
their own ‘Get into Nature’ week.

Ross started bright and early to carry out the
interview on Ady Daymon’s Morning Breakfast Show.
The interview was a chance for the idverde/RSPB
partnership to showcase the events and explain the
importance of communities engaging more with
greenspaces and the wildlife within them.

Ross drafted in local support from Charnwood Bird
Ringing Group to co-lead the early morning Dawn
Chorus walk around the beautiful and tranquil Dishley Pool. This was a booking only event which
reached capacity within a few days of being advertised, meaning that twenty-five eager people
braved a chilly, but sunny morning to meet up at 6am on the site.

In total 23 species, including Blackcap, Willow and Cetti’s warbler were heard. Several of those on
the walk were novices for bird identification, but they brought enthusiasm and passion for wildlife
which allowed them to learn from experience guide and bird ringing group leader, Nigel Judson.

Dishley Bioblilz

A spring bioblitz was held at Dishley Pool on Wednesday April 12,
2023 with further eager members of the public which was also
supported by idverde’s Ranger Team.

In total nearly a hundred species were identified in a few
hours. Interesting finds recorded included early emerging
meadow plants, migratory birds such as the house martin, and
invertebrates.

Despite the cool, windy weather conditions, a few rays of sun in
shady spots brought out the bees
and a few butterflies to test the skills
of those attending. The event was a
great success, with locals discovering
the site for the first time and
remarking on the diversity of nature
‘once you get your eye in.

Our Community Groups continue to be the lifeblood of Loughborough
in Bloom.

Slonebow Washlands

Stonebow Washlands is a rich wildlife area, on the North side of
town, which is managed in partnership between the Friends of
Stonebow and Charnwood Borough Council, via its green spaces’
provider, idverde.

Three small pools provide an attraction for water birds such
as Mallard, Moorhens and Swans, and most of the grassed
areas are allowed to grow until Autumn to encourage wildlife.
A variety of Fruit trees have been planted by the friends of
Stonebow and have started to bear fruit. The views shown
include the same main walkway in February and June, as one
demonstration that the volunteers work all the year round.
